Advertising

-eventually sponsor a sports team (Michelle mouritadis asked about sponsoring her son’s hockey team)

-we are a community based association as well, and we want to be out in the community (for all CPR clinics, ½ money goes to PPA, ½ money goes to CPR instructor)

Car Seat Clinics

-not as many clinics as they are focusing on parental education rather than installing the actual clinic.

-perhaps a partnership with PRPD or other services and “similar to the Burlington Mall” is they shut down all the exits to the mall and any vehicle that had a car seat at any time would be “inspected” and the parents would be educated

-hopefully trying to educate all the medics in the service in regards to the Car Seats so that way we can use the information at scenes (MVC’s, knowing if the seat is installed correctly would be helpful when needing to assess the child)

-Kayley going to be taking on the Car seat tech – will run the project, and be the member of the Coalition
-Would like to have everyone to be car seat techs on the board

-Nicole Jurcina – Peel Public Health car seat techs – presentations for 30-40 parents.  “Education” and you get them to learn and then install themselves, we just “oversee”

-partnerships with other agencies, help the other agencies as well.

Business Cards

-not ordered as we don’t have the money.

-thinking about ordering generic cards that we can write our names on it.

Membership/Sponsorship
